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PLAYERS

PLAYER RESPONSIBILITIES
1. All players are required to attend training and matches as directed by the Coach

6. Any misconduct by players (ie. swearing, abusing team mates, umpires, etc) will
not be tolerated by the Club at any level

7. The Committee reserves the right to suspend players who breach this code of
conduct

8. Players are encouraged to support the Club sponsors wherever possible

9. Players are encouraged to support Club social and fundraising and contribute to
club spirit

10. Players are to be aware netball is a team sport and whilst personal development
is of prime importance the team development must take precedence

11. Players are encouraged to contribute to Club spirit by recognising and welcoming
other members of the Club
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SPECTATORS / PARENTS
